The Ohio Veterans Home in Georgetown, which opened its doors in November 2003, has a lifesize 
bronze statue of General Ulysses S. Grant that is displayed in a prominent location on the front lawn of 
our beautiful facility, along with a twelve pound Napoleon cannon dating back to the Civil War. Memorial 
bricks are incorporated into these displays.
